A. Called to Order
Having a quorum the Regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Carnes at 7:00. Council members present
were Kacie Moss, Ray Corwin, Bob Deno and Jim Hinkle.

E. ACTION ITEMS

F-1 Renew Read and Bose Contract to conduct the 2014 Audit
On a motion by Councilor Moss and seconded by Councilor Deno, Council agreed to renew the contract with
Read and Bose. All present voted yes.

F-2 Renew Pilot Rock Parks and Recreation Agreement
On a motion by Councilor Moss and seconded by Councilor Hinkle, Council agreed to approve the
agreement between Pilot Rock Parks and Recreation and the City of Pilot Rock as presented. All present
voted yes.

F-3 Approval to Purchase a Lawn Mower

On a motion by Councilor Deon and seconded by Councilor Corwin, Council approved the purchase of
commercial grade lawn mower not to exceed $25,000. All present voted yes. The following was brought up
during discussion: The mower that Steve has in mind has 15 hours with a 2 year guarantee. 72" deck has a 14
bushel bagger. A lift to dump bag into the back of the truck. The current lawn mower is an 83 model, it is over
30 years old and has been needing a lot of work. The parts for the old mower are becoming obsolete. The
new mower will also be used to maintain Hwy. 395. The City will keep the old mower and use it for snow
plowing.

On a motion by Councilor Moss and seconded by Councilor Hinkle, Council agreed to allow Susan Hilliard,
Librarian to apply for the Ready to Read Grant. All present voted yes.

G INFORMATION ITEMS, REPORTS AND PRESENTATIONS

G-1 Department Head Report
City Hall:

1. Have recorded the Fenton zone change.

2. The budgetis complete and has been received by the County assessor's office.

3. The adopted budget is on the City website.

4. Started reading meters in June, so some folks may find that their bill is higher than normal.

5. The mass mailing of the water quality report went out with the June bills.

6. Wanda has arranged to have the vaccination clinic and dog license day on September 19th.

7. Summer is a busy time for City Hall with swim bus passes, community day vendors, ducks, yard sales and parade
applications. Also citizens renting tables to use for yard sales. Burn pile users etc.

Police

1. Continuing to work on ordinances.
2. New computer system is working fine.
3. Looking for prices to place a camera system in the interview room Public Works:

Public Works

1. Have installed water service to the Doherty property on NW Cedar, that was recently annexed.
2. Hit sewer main during installation which caused additional expense for repairs.
3. Will be installing a meter at well #2 and at the fill up station (bulk water / stand pipe) by the shop.

G-3 Charter Franchise Ordinance
A draft of the proposed Charter Franchise Agreement was included in Council packet. It was explained that Steve Draper
has been working with David Blanc (City Attorney) and representatives of Charter Communications to develop the
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provided agreement. Council was asked to review the agreement and be prepared to motion the matter at the next
meeting.

G-4  Partition of Mt. Judy / Bike Pit
The Planning Commission held a public hearing on July 7, 2014. The commission is prepared to recommend to Council
that it approve the plat partitioning Mt. Judy from the property to be deeded to the Bike Pit. Council was provided a
copy of the tentative plat map and the Commission's findings of facts. Council was asked to review and be prepared to
motion on the matter at the next Council meeting. A citizen raised concern that Steve Draper was at the public hearing
to represent the City, but felt it was a conflict as he is part of the Bike Pit. It was explained that portioning of Mt. Judy is
solely a City issue, that would have to be done no matter who the property was deeded to. The Bike Pit had nothing to
do with the partitioning. Now that it is done the City can deed the property to whomever it chooses.

H. CONSENT CALENDAR
On a motion by Councilor Moss and seconded by Councilor Hinkle, Council approved the consent calendar.
All present voted yes. In discussion Councilor Corwin questioned the expense to repair the Tahoe, police car.

I. CITY COUNCIL COMMENTS
Councilor Deno asked for an update regarding the stairs. It was explained that the City is exploring changing
the direction of the stairs or walkway to follow the bluff down, installing handrails and extending the sidewalk.
It will be costly no matter how we do it.
Mr. Taylor would like Council to consider forming a Lagoon Committee. It was suggested that once the
feasibility study is complete which would outline options, then a committee could be formed to determine the
best course of action.
Mrs. Slabik asked why her question regarding the 2% decrease in employee wages, that was asked at the last
meeting was not in the minutes. It was explained that the purpose of minutes is to record Councils actions. If
there was no motion it was not necessary to include in the minutes.
Mrs. Slabik complimented Staff and Council for paying off the water loan she then asked when the loan will be
paid off. It was explained that per the loan contract it can only be paid off in January.
Mayor Carnes stated that the Girls Softball team has won the State Championship again. Anyone wanting to
donate to fund their trip to Montana, is encouraged to do so.
The Pendleton Fourth of July parade was awsome.
