Citizens Needed to Serve on the Budget Committee

In Oregon, cities are required to adhere to the state’s
local budget law, which is a group of statues that re-
quires local governments to prepare and adopt annu-
al budgets following a very specific process. The law
is written to encourage citizen involvement in the
preparation and deliberations of the budget before
it's formally adopted. As defined by Oregon State
statute, a budget committee is an advisory group
comprised of the city council and an equal number of
appointed members. A city’s adopted budget is one
of the most important and informative documents. It
is a legal document that establishes the authorization
to receive and spend money, and limits how much
money can be spent for a specific activity or program.
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If you might be interested in serving but are unsure and
have questions, please feel free to stop by City Hall and
talk with me (Teri Porter). | will be happy to explain the
process and show you the format in which the proposed
budget it presented, which has been designed to be easily
understood. Citizens interested in serving on the Budget
Committee, may pick up an application at City Hall. Appli-
cations must be submitted by March 19, 2018.

In Pilot Rock, where Council members serve a 4-year
term, three Councilor terms will be coming to an end in
December 2018. Those seats belong to councilors Young,
Deno and Hinkle. Mayor Carnes is also approaching the
end her term. While we hope that Mayor Carnes and the
Councilors will run for re-election, | have no confirmation
at this early date.

To qualify as a candidate for City Council you must be:

¢ A resident of the City of Pilot Rock who has resided
continuously in the City during the 12 months imme-
diately preceding the election they are filing for; and

¢+ A resident of the City of Pilot Rock when elected and
assuming office for which elected.

¢+ A candidate may not be an employee of the City of
Pilot Rock; and

¢ Candidates may not run for the office of Mayor and
Councilor at the same election.

Election Information Packets and filing forms will be avail-

able at City Hall early June of 2018.
