This includes moving the lagoons to avoid re-
placing the gas line. A schematic was provided identifying the
new location. Based on the preliminary design, the lagoons would
be revised without significantly impacting construction cost
(within approximately $200,000 and potentially less).

Funding/Environmental: Changes to the Cultural Resource Re-
port will be submitted to the agencies for review.
