COMMUNITY LEADERS NEEDED FOR CENSUS

The 2020 Census is coming in April 2020 and counts eve-
ry person. Your response matters. The census results
help determine how many dollars the State, County &
Cities receive. It has a major impact on communities
from new schools to Oregon Department of Transporta-
tion grants to repair our roads. Did you know that the
Census Bureau data helps communities respond to natu-
ral disasters and secure funding for hospitals and fire
departments? Disaster recovery efforts rely on Census
Bureau data to tailor relief for affected homes and busi-
nesses. You may think it really doesn’t matter until you
realize that $S875 billion of federal funding is at stake.
That converts to $3,200 for EVERY person we find living
in the City of Pilot Rock. If you are a leader in your
church, industry or community, vour help is needed.
Our County Commissioners have established a volunteer
committee called the Complete Count Committee (CCC).
The CCC is comprised of leaders across Umatilla County
communities, working to serve as “Census Ambassa-
dors.” Their primary goal is to promote the Census and
ensure Umatilla County gets its fair share in Federal
funds. We are hosting two opportunities for local leaders
to meet to discuss effective ways to ensure everyone is
counted. This is especially important for the City of Pilot
Rock since we do not have mailing situs addresses and
they will not be mailing flyers to PO boxes. We must get
the word out.
